65.2% in 2022-23 to 75.2% in 2023-24 as measured by the FCA evaluation system.

e Freedom Classical Academy will decrease its chronic absenteeism rate for all students from
35.1% in 2021-22 to 14.5% in the 2023-2024 school year as measured by attendance
records.
